COURSE/MATH SUBSTITUTION POLICIES*
Summary of Information Collected
Please Note:

· When math substitution is mentioned within this document, the statement can apply to any other course required for the completion of degree requirements.

· We are reminded by Paul Grossman of the Office of Civil Rights (per Joyce Kirst) that we should have a Course Substitution Policy rather than one for math only.

· A complete collection of policies, forms, etc. may be obtained by bringing a flash drive to the CAPED Convention.

Most college or university course/math substitution policies contain some of the following provisions:
1. Verification of a learning disability that significantly affects the processing and/or 

memory skills required in mathematical or quantitative reasoning.  For a student with an acquired brain injury (ABI), the ABI must preclude the student from learning mathematics.

2. A historical/chronological account of the difficulties the student has faced in the area of math (or another area being substituted) from elementary school through college.

3. The student must maintain a minimum 2.0 GPA at most community colleges and 2.5 or above at transfer institutions.
4. The student must have attempted the class with accommodations (such as extended time, note taking assistance, readers, interpreters, assistive technology) after being identified with a learning disability.

5. A “Good Faith Effort” that may include but is not limited to:

a. Satisfactory completion of homework assignments.

b. Satisfactory attendance and punctuality.

c. Active participation in class (i.e. generating relevant questions, responding to professor’s queries).
d. Utilization of professor’s availability during designated office hours.

e. Documentation from the student’s past professors outlining evidence of persistent effort to successfully complete the course.

f. Satisfactory effort on evaluation measures (quizzes, tests, midterms, finals).

g. Utilization of the math lab/study center, tutoring through the college and/or DSPS.

h. Utilizing authorized accommodations.

i. Obtaining all required materials for the course within the first week of class.

6. Evidence of successful completion (“C” or better) of coursework in all other General Ed. categories.
7. Evidence of a chosen major that does not require math.

8. Identification of an alternate course or set of courses which addresses the essential skills of the target course and may be considered as a substitute for the course in question.

9. If the substitution is granted by the community college, it is applicable for the student’s currently declared major and may not be recognized by a transfer college or university.

10. Any course substitution provided should guarantee that any grade assigned to the

student is based on their ability to demonstrate comparable concept mastery to that of the other students enrolled in the course being substituted.  For this reason, a special project course designated by the department may be assigned as the appropriate substitution course.

11. If the substituted course is required for transfer, and the student plans to transfer, 

the student is responsible for contacting the transfer institution regarding the acceptability of the substitution.
