We have just confirmed that on Sunday evening 6:00 PM  – 7:30 PM, October 16, 2011, Dr. Martha Kanter, the Under Secretary of Education, United States Department of Education and former CAPED President, will share the stage for our opening keynote address with Kareem Dale, Associate Director, White House Office of Public Engagement & Special Assistant to the President for Disability Policy. 
 

Under Secretary Kanter was nominated by President Barack Obama and confirmed by the Senate in 2009. She is the first community college leader (former President of DeAnza Community College and the former Chancellor of the Foothill DeAnza Community College District) to serve in the under secretary position. Dr. Kanter oversees policies, programs, and activities related to postsecondary education, adult and career-technical education, federal student aid, White House Initiatives on Asian Americans and Pacific Islanders, Educational Excellence for Hispanics, Historically Black Colleges and Universities, Tribal Colleges and Universities, and Partnerships.

Associate Director Dale coordinates the Administration's efforts to see that people with disabilities are on a level playing field with all Americans.  Originally from Chicago, he previously served as the National Disability Director for the Obama for America campaign.  He also served on the Arts Policy Committee and the Disability Policy Committee for then-Senator Obama.  Dale graduated from the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign with a bachelor's degree in Advertising in May 1995.  He received his JD/MBA in May 1999 from the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign, graduating Cum Laude.
