Discuss the CCC Confer Presentations - Carolyn Fiori

· What worked using CCC Confer

· At CAPED (10/07) we had only two people participate on-line via CCC Confer.

· What did not work using CCC Confer

· Audio difficulties included:

· Negatively affect captioning process

· Difficulty with questions from audience

· Asking questions into mic (logistics)

· Repeating questions (interrupts speaker)

· Carolyn was not sure the archives from last October’s meeting were accessed because she did not receive any feedback.

· Need to develop a plan for feedback.

· Changes for future use of CCC Confer

· Ideas or suggestions 

· Technical problems arose at March 08 meetings

· we could not even get the hotel’s audio system to work once we were on-line.

· We requested but did not receive a hand-held mic

· May need to invest in our own mic system?

· Internet access cost to hotels has been high for hotel support and when it doesn’t work, a waste of our funds.
