All other keynote speakers are already here.  There will be a flash drive available tomorrow with the Convention Program.  All pre-convention workshops went well today.  David commended the convention committee for all their work.  A few weeks ago CAPED was looking at a big loss due to low registration.  We may be now seeing a slight profit.  The exhibitors and presenters have been very gracious and committed to CAPED regardless of attendance.  All 20 exhibitor tables are full.  There are quite a few individuals who came to CAPED who have not renewed their membership.  Discussion ensued regarding the CIGs and members comments regarding what sorts of benefits are associated with belonging to the CIG.  The question is what can you do for the association?  We need to reinvent the Association as well as recognize that the younger professionals have a change in their approach to service.  David recommended a committee be developed to look at this idea of reinventing CAPED to revitalize the Association.  Bob stated this topic be discussed at the next Leadership Advance.  First course of action is to remind CIG Chairs that two meetings per year are required.

The Aide stated that it would be easier if there was a coalition of several organizations supporting the effort.  Scott will be seeking partnerships with other organizations to form this coalition.
	

	6. Other Business—Addition of another purpose statement.  
	Rick Scuderi presented a new proposed statement to be included in the Bylaws, Article 1, Section 4 “Purpose,” regarding legislative advocacy.  It reads “To respond to the legislative needs of individuals with disabilities in accordance with rules governing CAPED’s non profit status as stated in its Articles of Incorporation.”
	Janice moved that the Executive Board accept the language of the new proposed statement be accepted as presented.  Lyn seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

	7. President-Elect—Mark Matsui
	Mark stated the bulk of his work this year included assisting in the management of the transition of the CAPED website to Zen Technologies.  The process to post material on the website is to send material or changes to the appropriate Vice President and that Vice President will send it to Jennifer at Zen Technologies.
