	2. Approval of the Minutes
	The minutes of the April 17, 2009 Executive Board meeting were reviewed and amended.
	Bob made a motion to approve the minutes as amended. Lyn seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

	3. Reports A: LD CIG—Brooke Choo & Paula Schoenecker; B. DHH CIG—Monica Collins; C.  APE CIG—Raye Maero; D. Program Management CIG—Janice Emerzian; E. AT CIG—Lyn  Clemmons reporting for Rose Desmond; F. Counseling and Career Development—Adriela Belellano
	A. Brooke Choo, LD CIG Southern Chair, reported good attendance in meetings.  There were seventy one preconference registrants.  Brooke will be stepping down as the CIG Chair due new duties related to the LD Eligibility & Services Model Training with the CA Community Colleges Chancellor’s Office.  The new Southern LD CIG Chair will be Dr. Therese Mascardo, from Orange Coast College.  There is concern among LD Specialists regarding the recent cuts to LD testing.  The LD CIG wants to be able to advocate to keep community colleges’ administrations from cutting LD assessment during the budget crisis, however, they don’t know where to start. Participants made recommendations.  The Legislative Committee (Scott and Mary Shojai) was suggested.  Ad Hoc members to the Legislative Committee are always welcomed.  Brooke thanked Bob Hughlett for offering Cerritos College for their Spring training site.  Discussion ensued regarding cost savings measures in LD testing.  Due to LD CIG membership advocacy, a national test will be normed so that it can now be used with the college population. B. DHH CIG hosted a small meeting.  The CIG forged a good partnership with PepNet.  Joint trainings were proposed.  Monica Collins will be Chairing the CIG for the next two years.  There will be no Northern CIG Chair.  Notes are being captioned and will be posted to the Galvin web site.  The issue regarding hiring interpreters was brought up.  We need to address this issue at the state level, specifically, get exemptions to existing laws to allow flexibility for hiring categories.   Discussion ensued regarding language the California Community Colleges Chancellor’s Office uses to define Deaf and hard of hearing.  It needs to be changed from “Hearing Impaired” to “Deaf and hard of hearing.” C. Raye Mareo is the Northern APE CIG Chair and reported Mike Bennett is the new Southern APE CIG.  Raye said APE is also being scrutinized in these hard budget times. A golf fundraiser is planned for next year’s Convention.  This year there were only 20 attendees; previously, attendance was in the 60s.  D. Janice Emerzian, Chair of Program Management CIG, reported that two workshops during the year regarding Veterans returning to college.  This year, CHHIP underwrote the cost of the pre-conference session on Veterans.  The Program Management CIG meeting resulted in cost-saving ideas.  These ideas will be posted on the Galvin website.  Program Management will be offering two trainings, North & South. Janice Emerzian and Paula McCroskey were re-elected as Program Management CIG Chairs.  E. Lyn Clemmons reported that Rose Desmond and Ken Sawicki are still the AT CIG Chairs.  The two year project in selling tee shirts resulted in a $4200 fundraising effort for the CIG.  There will be more professional workshops next year.  The web contract is with Zen Technologies and has been renewed for 1 year.  AT will post the procedure and standards for posting items to the website on the CAPED website. F. Adriela Belellano reported that the CCD CIG preconference workshop Sunday presented on Asperger’s and Autism.  They also had another session on Veterans and Employers.  Employers received training on students with disabilities.  CIG listserv is being used regularly.  With Tom Dana retiring, Julie Sedlemeyer will stay on as the Northern CIG Chair
	Scott will re-distribute a recent article he wrote regarding the legislative process via e-mail.  

Monica will begin the research on hiring solutions for hourly interpreters and, with the DHH CIG, write proposed legislation. of this issue.  Monica will bring up the issue of the DHH Match at the next CIG meeting.

Janice will also need to send the notes on cost-saving ideas from the meeting to Leo for posting on the CAPED website.

Catherine has volunteered to help put on the Convention. The Captioning Vendors have volunteered to co-sponsor the Real Time Captioning for Convention 2010.  We think we will make a small profit.  Professional Development scholarships to encourage folks to attend CAPED who otherwise could not attend.  Discussion ensued regarding the “go green” theme and ideas for troubleshooting.  APE asked if they could start their pre-conference sessions on Friday.  David responded that he needs guaranteed numbers due to the budget situation and in trying to keep the costs down.  
	Brooke will try to apply for APA-approved CEUs for licensed psychologists for next year’s Convention.
