Laurie Vasquez (DETAC – Dist Ed Adv Comm to Chancellor): is being reorganized and will be renamed Distance Education Educational Advisory Committee, Laurie will continue to rep CC’s – Tech 3 Support/Strategic Plan (Tech 1 = connectivity, Tech 2 – interconnectivity/infrastructure) first meeting is May 11, 2007.  DETAC will provide pedagogical input on Distance Ed to TTAC and Technology Infrastructure Committee and System Advisory Committee on Curriculum.  May meeting will focus on Title V impact on DE.
B. Tim Kyllingstad: (TTAC – Technology and Telecommunications Advisory Committee to the Chancellor) Strategic Plan for Tech 3 funding includes:
a) Increase funding for Staff Development & Faculty Training (maybe $1 million?)  $8 million total = $2 million for centralized resources (including on-line basic literacy classes PLUS Geographical Info Systems (GIS) research relevant to bond issues), $6 million to campuses
